Wow is this a good wine for the money! Dark, plummy fruit with rose hips and clove spice. See why we love Malbec.
Wyndham Estate Bin 555 Shiraz South Eastern Australia 2007 6.5 26
Persistent jammy plums and blackberries all over the soft palate, with notes of spicy black pepper and licorice.
Edie Brown Cabernet Sauvignon Napa County, California 2007 7 28
This rich, intense Cab from Mitch Cosentino shows beautiful dark fruit and blackberry with a hint of toasty spice on the back end.
Concannon Petite Sirah Central Coast, California 2007 7 28
Vibrant berry fruit, with subtle notes of smoky oak, vanilla and dried cranberries; silky and rich on the palate, with a lengthy finish.
Aquinas Pinot Noir Napa Valley, California 2007 7.5 30
St. Thomas would be proud. Bright, lively Pinot with notes of cocoa, ripe cherries and just a touch of earthy acidity on the finish.
Shooting Star Zinfandel Lake County, California 2007 7.5 30
Zinfandel typically fall into two categories - candied fruit or spicy fruit. This is decidedly spicy, and incredibly bright.
The Velvet Devil Merlot Washington State 2008 7.5 30
Bold and expressive, with notes of dark Italian cherries and bittersweet chocolate. Firm, yet satiny on the finish.
Punto Final Malbec Mendoza, Argentina 2009 30
Rich Malbec from 50 year old vines shows lingering red and black berries with notes of black pepper and vanilla.
Chéateau de Campuget 1753 Syrah Costieres de Nimes, France 2006 33
French Syrah at its finest, lush and full-bodied. Notes of blackberries and currants, with a touch of dark chocolate.
Joel Gott 815 Cabernet Sauvignon California 2008 35
Napa, Paso, Mendicino and Lake County fruit. This intriguing and well-balanced Cab boasts rich flavors of blueberries and currants.
Mas Carlot "Les Enfants Terribles" Costieres de Nimes, France 2008 36
50% Syrah. 50% Mourvedre. Plums, dark berries, and a dust of cocoa. A delicious celebration of the mischievous child in all of us.
Carmel Road Pinot Noir Monterey, California 2008 39
This Pinot shows vibrant black cherries and floral notes on the palate, with warm spice and raspberries on the finish.
Stone's Throw Pinot Noir Sonoma Coast, California 2006 40
Beautiful Caliornia Pinot produced right here in Wisconsin - bright, elegant cherry fruit with a soft, earthy finish.
Montinore Estate Pinot Noir Willamette Valley, Oregon 2008 42
Hints of ripe raspberry and baking spices on a rather pretty nose, with notes of fresh Bing cherry and rhubarb on the palate.
EOS The French Connection Paso Robles, California 2005 47
A Bordeaux-style blend from California. Lush and velvety - with ripe plums, blackberries and a hint of chocolate.
Girard Old Vine Zinfandel Napa Valley, California 2007 43

This is what great Zin should be - Spiced blueberries, cherries and plums, with soft tannic structure and a seemingly endless finish.
